Why is it so important to register with 
a parish? 
Registration is the official way we join a parish 
community.  Some people think that because 
they attend a particular parish they automatically 
belong.  Registering as parishioners requires 
signing up, formally enrolling yourself in a parish.  
Registration is a commitment to a community, a 
way to be included in the religious, social and 
ministerial activities of your parish.  Registration 
shows you belong.  It is also necessary for cer-
tain benefits, like scheduling sacraments, obtain-
ing a sponsor certificate, and getting donation 
statements for your taxes.  Most importantly, it 
lets the parish count on you, to call on you to 
assist in its mission.  Registering in your parish is 
a statement of faith and confidence in the life 
and work of your parish. 

Thank you to everyone who already made a do-
nation to the Annual Catholic Appeal.  We so far 
have 108 donors and they pledged $26,505.  
That is 95% of our goal.  Our goal is $28,000.  
We only need $1,495 more to reach our goal!

Saint Stephen was born at Pannonia around the year 969.  After his baptism he was 
crowned king of Hungary in the year 1000.  In his relationship with his subjects he was 
just, peaceful and pious, exactly observing the laws of the Church and ever seeking the 
welfare of his people.  He founded many dioceses and spent great energy in fostering the 
work of the Church.  He died at Szekesfehervar in 1038.

St. Stephen of  
Hungary 
 

Clare was born at Montefalco, Italy, around 1268. As a young woman she joined 
a convent of Franciscan tertiaries. This group established Holy Cross Convent at Montefalco 
in 1290, adopting the Rule of St. Augustine. Clare's sister Joan was the abbess of this com-
munity, but at her death Clare succeeded her. She led an austere life, being particularly 
devoted to the Passion of Christ and His Cross. When Clare died in 1308, an image of the 
Cross was found imprinted on her heart, and her body remained incorrupt. She was canon-
ized in 1881 by Pope Leo XIII. Her feast day is August 17th. The life of St. Clare reminds 
us that we are all called to a life of prayer and dedication. Still, we must not expect or an-
ticipate special favors. We are to be satisfied with the simple relationship we establish with 
God.

St. John Eudes 
 

Saint John Eudes was born in the diocese of Seez in France in the year 1601.  After his 
ordination to the priesthood he spent several years in giving missions.  Then he founded 
congregations dedicated to improving priestly formation and to encouraging morally en-
dangered women to lead Christian lives He also fostered great devotion to the hearts of 
Jesus and Mary.  He died in 1680.

St. Bernard 

Saint Bernard was born in 1090 near Dijon in France.  After a religious upbringing, he 
joined the Cistercians in 1111 and later was chosen abbot of the monastery of Clairvaux.  
There he directed his companions in the practice of virtu by his own good example.  Be-
cause of schisms which had arisen in the Church, he traveled all about Europe restoring 
peace and unity.  He wrote many theological and spiritual works.  He died in 1153. 
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What is the National Eucharistic Revival? 
It is a movement of Catholics across the United 
States to be healed, converted, formed, and uni-
fied by an encounter with Jesus in the Eucharist—
and sent out in mission “for the life of the world.” 
The National Eucharistic Revival and National Eu-
charistic Congress are a direct response to the Holy 
Father’s call for a “pastoral and missionary conver-
sion which cannot leave things as they presently 
are” so that the Church in the United States might 
be “permanently in a state of mission” (Evangelii 
Gaudium, n. 25).
