We are called to lead others to faith
by our good example, through loving service to others,
and offering our prayers, works and activities to God.

e An active parishioner is a person who has received
or is preparing to receive the sacraments of Bap-
tism and Confirmation.

e An active parishioner is a person who attends Mass
regularly at St. William the Abbot and actively sup-
ports the sacramental programs for Penance, Eu-
charist and Confirmation. Parents who want a
Catholic Faith Formation & Education for their chil-
dren will see to it that their family attends Mass
faithfully EVERY Sunday.

e An active parishioner gives of themselves by donat-
ing TIME, TALENT and TREASURE to the ministries
of the parish and or to the volunteer organizations
that support the parish. We are to share in the
responsibilities that keep our Parish alive in a vi-
brant way.

e An active parishioner is a good financial steward of
the church. As a parishioner, it is important to un-
derstand that giving financially to support the par-
ish is a vital and key component to active parishion-
er status.

4) Consistently uses the parish envelope system or the
electronic giving program to support the parish.

Sponsorship for the Sacrament of
Baptism and Confirmation

Requirements to Obtain a Sponsor Certifi-
cate include:

~ A sponsor must have received the Sacraments
of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, and Confirmation and, if
married, must be married in the Catholic Church.

~ A sponsor must be at least 16 years old.

~ A sponsor attends Mass faithfully participating
in the life and support of the Church, receiving the
Eucharist, and leading a life according to the teach-
ings of the Church. In other words, he/she must be
an Active member of the parish.

~ If he/she received all his/her sacraments here
at St. William the Abbot years ago but now lives
elsewhere, he/she is not an active member of this
parish. Rather, he/she is a member of the parish in
whose territory he/she resides. This is where the
sponsor certificate must be obtained.

Why is it so important to register with a
parish?

~Registration is the official way we join a parish
community. Some people think that because they
attend a particular parish they automatically belong.

~Registering as parishioners requires signing up,
formally enrolling yourself in a parish.

~Registration is a commitment to a community, a
way to be included in the religious, social and min-
isterial activities of your parish.

~Registration shows you belong. It is also neces-
sary for certain benefits, like scheduling sacra-
ments, obtaining a sponsor certificate, and getting
donation statements for your taxes. Most im-
portantly, it lets the parish count on you, to call on
you to assist in its mission.

~Registering in your parish is a statement of faith
and confidence in the life and work of your parish.
