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What is an active parishioner?

An active parishioner is a person who participates in the
life of the Church. This means to follow the teachings
of Jesus Christ and share in Christ’s role as priest,
prophet and King. We are called to lead others to faith
by our good example, through loving service to others,
and offering our prayers, works and activities to God.

e An active parishioner is a person who has received
or is preparing to receive the sacraments of Bap-
tism and Confirmation.

e An active parishioner is a person who attends Mass
regularly at St. William the Abbot and actively sup-
ports the sacramental programs for Penance, Eu-
charist and Confirmation. Parents who want a
Catholic Faith Formation & Education for their chil-
dren will see to it that their family attends Mass
faithfully EVERY Sunday.

e An active parishioner gives of themselves by donat-
ing TIME, TALENT and TREASURE to the ministries
of the parish and or to the volunteer organizations
that support the parish. We are to share in the
responsibilities that keep our Parish alive in a vi-
brant way.

e An active parishioner is a good financial steward of
the church. As a parishioner, it is important to un-
derstand that giving financially to support the par-
ish is a vital and key component to active parishion-
er status.

Why you need to be an active parishioner
Parishioners seeking to be godparents or sponsors for
the Sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation, or those
wishing to be joined in Holy Matrimony must first be
verified as “active members” of the parish.

An active member:

1) Is properly registered with the parish

2) Faithfully attends Mass on Sundays and Holy Days
of Obligation

3) Participates in parish activities/ministries whenever
possible.

4) Consistently uses the parish envelope system or the
electronic giving program to support the parish.

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Reading I: Nehemiah 8: 2-4a, 5-6, 8-10
Ezra proclaims the Law of the Lord as he reads it to all the people. They for their part listen and show due
respect for it.

Reading Il: | Corinthians 12: 12-30, or 12: 12-14, 27
In Christ we have become members of one body. It requires us to support one another rather than see oth-
ers as competitors.

The Gospel: Luke 1: 1-14, 4: 14-21
Jesus returns to the Nazareth synagogue and reads from the scroll of Isaiah. He then proclaims himself as
its fulfillment.

THE DISPOSITIONS NECESSARY TO GAIN THE JUBILEE INDULGENCE:

“"Mercy is a pure gift from God, unmerited on our part. The Church asks those seeking a plenary indulgence to be
properly disposed, (in a “state of grace” i.e. free of mortal sin) by:

-Making a sacramental confession of sin within 20 days of the pilgrimage, (not required on the day itself)

-Make a pilgrimage to a Jubilee Shrine and participate at Mass, Eucharistic adoration, Stations of the Cross, Liturgy of
the Hours, Rosary or other pious exercise. In cases where this is impossible, one might carry out a Corporal or Spir-
itual Work of Mercy, fast or abstain for at least one whole day

-Receiving of Holy Communion

-Carrying out the prescribed good works and or prayers

-Praying for the intention of the Holy Father on the day of the pilgrimage, (usually the Creed, Our Father, Hail Mary,
and the Glory be or other suitable prayers)

Indulgences may be received once a day. A single Confession suffices for several indulgences, but a separate Holy
Communion and prayers for the Holy Father are required for each plenary indulgence.

Those who cannot make the Jubilee pilgrimage due to illness or other circumstances are invited to take part in the
spiritual movement that accompanies the Jubilee year, by offering up the sufferings of their daily lives, and participat-
ing in the Eucharistic celebration.”

What is Benediction?

Benediction is an ancient Catholic tradition of using the Blessed Sacrament, which is Christ himself, to give
special blessing to the congregation at the conclusion of a service. It is ordinarily an afternoon or evening
devotion and consists in the singing of certain hymns, or litanies, or canticles, before the Blessed Sacra-
ment, which is exposed upon the altar in a monstrance and is surrounded with candles. At the end, the
priest takes the monstrance into his hands and with it makes the sign of the cross (hence the name Bene-
diction) in silence over the kneeling congregation. Here at St. William the Abbot we have the opportunity
to be blessed with the Blessed Sacrament at a Benediction at the conclusion of all the weekday and Satur-
day 9AM Masses. The Rosary is also prayed. Latin Benediction is a beautiful ancient Catholic tradition
which the church continues to uphold and gives us special grace and blessing.
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Requirements to Obtain a Sponsor Certificate/
Letter of Eligibility

The godparents, together with the parents, must be will-

ing to help the baptized grow in love for Christ and
neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will en-
courage the candidate to live the Christian life and fulfill
faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of
Canon Law, c. 872-874)

¢ A sponsor must have received the Sacraments of Bap-
tism, Holy Eucharist, Confirmation, and if married, mar-
ried in the Catholic Church.

» A sponsor must be at least 16 years old.

e A sponsor attends Mass faithfully participating in the
life and support of the Church, receiving the Eucharist,
and leading a life according to the teachings of the
Church.

e A sponsor must be registered here at St. William. If

he/she received all his/her sacraments here at St. Wil-
liam, but does not live here, they are not a member of
this parish but a member of the parish whose territory

he/she now resides in. That parish is the one to go to, to

receive a sponsor certificate.
