What is an active parishioner? 
An active parishioner is a person who participates in the 
life of the Church.  This means to follow the teachings 
of Jesus Christ and share in Christ’s role as priest, 
prophet and King.  We are called to lead others to faith 
by our good example, through loving service to others, 
and offering our prayers, works and activities to God.  
 
· An active parishioner is a person who has received 

or is preparing to receive the sacraments of Bap-
tism and Confirmation. 

· An active parishioner is a person who attends Mass 
regularly at St. William the Abbot and actively sup-
ports the sacramental programs for Penance, Eu-
charist and Confirmation.  Parents who want a 
Catholic Faith Formation & Education for their chil-
dren will see to it that their family attends Mass 
faithfully EVERY Sunday. 

· An active parishioner gives of themselves by donat-
ing TIME, TALENT and TREASURE to the ministries 
of the parish and or to the volunteer organizations 
that support the parish.  We are to share in the 
responsibilities that keep our Parish alive in a vi-
brant way.   

· An active parishioner is a good financial steward of 
the church.  As a parishioner, it is important to un-
derstand that giving financially to support the par-
ish is a vital and key component to active parishion-
er status. 

 
Why you need to be an active parishioner 
Parishioners seeking to be godparents or sponsors for 
the Sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation, or those 
wishing to be joined in Holy Matrimony must first be 
verified as “active members” of the parish. 
 
An active member: 
1) Is properly registered with the parish 
2) Faithfully attends Mass on Sundays and Holy Days 

of Obligation 
3) Participates in parish activities/ministries whenever 

possible. 
4) Consistently uses the parish envelope system or the 

electronic giving program to support the parish.

The “Our Father” pattern Our Lord gives us has us first adoring God and only then petitioning Him. The word “us” throughout 
makes it a family prayer for the Church.

Requirements to Obtain a Sponsor Cer-
tificate/Letter of Eligibility 
The godparents, together with the parents, 
must be willing to help the baptized grow in 
love for Christ and neighbor. By word and ex-
ample, the godparents will encourage the 
candidate to live the Christian life and fulfill 
faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. 
Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874)  
• A sponsor must have received the Sacra-
ments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, Confirma-
tion, and if married, married in the Catholic 
Church.  
• A sponsor must be at least 16 years old.  
• A sponsor attends Mass faithfully participat-
ing in the life and support of the Church, re-
ceiving the Eucharist, and leading a life ac-
cording to the teachings of the Church.  
• A sponsor must be registered here at St. 
William. If he/she received all his/her sacra-
ments here at St. William, but does not live 
here, they are not a member of this parish but 
a member of the parish whose territory he/
she now resides in. That parish is the one to 
go to, to receive a sponsor certificate.
